Context

The Department of Oruro, located in western
Bolivia, has a population of 450,814 inhabitants
approximately, where 38% is rural and 62% is
urban (Source: INE).

The human development situation in Oruro
indicates this department is below national av-
erages in many fronts. According to the latest
data available the situation of human develo p-
ment is the following:

- The percentage of people living in extreme
poverty was 46.3% in 2001 while in the whole
country it was 38.8% (Source: INE, UDAPE);

- In Oruro, child mortality rate was 56 for every
thousand children born in 2008, while natio n-
ally, it was 50 for every thousand children
born alive (Source: INE);
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- Chronic malnutrition rate among children
younger than three years old was 33.2% in
2003, while national average reached 24.4%
(Source: INE), and;

- Maternal mortality rate was 234.4 deaths for
every hundred thousand children in 2000, be-
ing very close to the national average.

This context reveals the variety of problems
Oruro Department faces when trying to improve
life conditions of its popu lation and to accom-

plish the Millennium Development Goals
(MDG).

MDGs have been a crucial part of the develop-
ment strategy adopted by Chile, which seeks to
i mprove the
poverty reduction schemes and policies that
tackle all types of exclusion and discriminatory

The Chilean Government through the
Ministry of Planning and Coordination has pr o-
duced two National reports on MDG achieve-
ments. These repats show optimistic but mixed

results. After the recent earthquake this progress
is being reviewed.

Focusing MDG achievement at the sub
national level in Chile

Using tools and consensual methodologies to
promote MDGs locally has two main advanta g-
es:

a) Regions and communities can adapt intern a-
tionally established MDG indicators to their
local context. Regions then may determine
their own evaluation methods and compare
their efforts and advances not only with other
parts of the country, but also with other r e-
gions in the world. This way it is possible for
them to set up their own agenda with | ocal
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priorities to approach globally standardized
goals.

b) Regions and communities can acquire know-
ledge on MDG progress from their own d e-
velopment experiences. Since the progress
appears to be uneven among regions (in some
regions and communities goals are accam-
plished, in others they are not), key spaces for
dialogue can be now opened to allow hori-
zontal exchanges and cooperation among
them.

UNDP Work Strat egy

In order to advance towards the pr oposed goals,
a taskforce was created with participation of t he
government and int eragency working groups

from the United Nations System. This inter -
institutional team has contributed to the defin i-

tion of specific criteria for data disaggregation

and regional analyses. It has also made available
its technical knowledge and competencies to
assist in different stages of this project.

A pedagogic approach has been stressed and
put into practice when MDG indic ators are built

locally by facilitating executive summaries of the

National Reports that could enhance regional
and locally made analyses. Figure 2 shows an
example of the way information di saggregated
by regions and communities is presented. The
intention behind this approach is to place MDGs

as core elemens of regional development plan.

This type of graphic tool's, help to better elud-
date the status of each region visa-vis the na-
tional averages.

Results achieved during 2009

MDG Progress Reports were produced for the
departments Tarapacd, Coquimbo, Valparaiso,
and Biobio. Departing from these documents,
the regions can identify priority areas and o r-
ganize adequate implementation plans for their
public policies. Progress is being made to pro-
duce reports in other regions and to use existing
reports as data platforms for post-earthquake
planning and reconstru ction.

A series of mechanisms have been installed in

order to gather pertinent indicators to fo llow
MDGs performance through time.

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Seminars and conferences were organized in
Tarapaca y Coquimbo, focusing on regional
MDGs knowledge management. Biobio is plan-
ning to carry out a conference in their territory.

Capacities are keing built in order to enhance
monitoring and tracking processes, as well as to
improve the evaluation of public policies and

programs pro-MDG.

All tools and reports were created in a pedagog-
ic format, always based on indicators disaggre-
gated at the community level.

bates among local and regional stakeholders.

Finally, a new model is being configured based
on the global MDG indica tors, to enrich the de-
sign and execution of regional development
programs. This model will allow r egions to have
spot-on diagnosis on MDGs advances, which
will maximize resources by directing them t o-
wards priority areas and pol icies. It is expected
to produce a significant impact on the concep-
tions of Regional Development Strategies, espe-
cially in deficit scenario.

On July 1st, 2010, the Economic Commission for Latin America andthe Caribbean (ECLAC)
released the report "Achieving the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) with equality in
Latin America and the Caribbean: Progress and challenges." This document, prepared with-
in the framework of the United Nations Regional Coordinatio n Mechanism, examines the
state of progress in the region towards the fulfillment of the MDGs; it acknowledges the i m-
pact of the volatility caused by the global crisis. The report approaches elements like em-
ployment and decent work, environmental sustainab ility, innovation and the technology
gap and South-South cooperation a through a rights perspective.

g UNDP's MDG International Assessment Report

UNDP prepared and recently launched an International Assessment of what
it will take to achieve the MD Gs by 2015. Drawing on studies from fifty cou n-
tries, including from over thirty specially commissioned 2010 National MDG
Reports, this document identifies what has worked and highlights common
constraints on progress, at both the national and international levels. Based onthis analysis,
UNDP proposes an eight-point action agenda to accelerate and sustain MDG progress over
the next five years. UNDP’s Administrator believes the International Assessment will better
inform the outcome of the September 2010 UNHigh -Level Plenary Meeting on the MDGs.

tion of poverty? A new gl obal definitior
shown to be consistent with both macro data on poverty lines across the world and micro
data on subjective perceptions of poverty. Under the new definition, which combines abs o-
lute consumption needs with social -inclusion needs, half the population of the developing
world is poor and hal f of those -- or one-quarter of the population -- are absolutely poor. A
strong form of relativism, whereby the line is set at a fixed proportion of the mean income or
consumption, only emerges in very rich cou ntries.
